	Example
Lead in: 
1. Have a discussion about ‘do you like Christmas advertisements? Why/not?’

	-The word advertisement might be too difficult – pre-teach this word before moving to the lead in

	-Pair a stronger learner with a weaker learner to encourage conversation and then group the learners into 4’s to speak 
	-Group selects 1 representative to share their ideas with other groups
-Group selects 1 person to write a sentence on the board
-Seated students report back to other group members what they heard

	Pre-listening: 
1. Play last year’s John Lewis & Partners’ Christmas advert and ask students to answer the questions while watching:
-Do you like the advert? Why, why not?
-What is the message?
-What do you think this year’s advert will include?
